Content/Function of Mural:
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The proposed mural is located at the west end of “main
street” in the market, and will be a focal point for shop-
pers as they enter from the main entry off Bancroft
Street. It will be approx 18’ wide by 10’ tall. The mural
will serve as a background for the temporary stage, set up
for special purposes. The mural follows the spirit of the
WPA commissioned art pieces from the 1930%.
Intended to be “communicative”, the mural could reflect
ideas, values, concepts such as:
